With the formation of the Edmonton Chapter a huge success, the
1984/85 Executive Team began mobilizing support to start a Chapter
in Calgary. In the fall of 1985 the Calgary Chapter was formed.

This represents
most of the major private and public fleets, major suppliers to the
transportation industry, and representatives from regulatory and
industry training institutions. The A.F.M.S.A. has been a strong
supporter of the mechanical trades and is proud of its long and
successful relationship with both the Southern Alberta Institute of
Technology (SAIT) in Calgary and the Northern Alberta Institute of
Technology (NAIT) in Edmonton.
