I was reading an article in the May 2010 Truck West publication and noticed several interesting 
facts about Class 8 truck sales (their source was the Canadian Motor Vehicle Manufacturers 
Association). The Canadian truck sales were up slightly for the month of February, 2010 as well 
as YTD for 2010.
